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The MPCViewer is loaded on the Society member PC and has been developed by volunteer 

Andrew Gabb. It provides a simple search function for the Society databases. 

There is an extensive Help function with the ability to use a wildcard in your search, retention 

of your last search name parameters, a keyword search, a larger date range +/- 20 years and 

an extensive sort function. 

Access MPCviewer using the desktop icon  

  

You will then see the search front end  

AutoSearch 
On the front end of the search box is a selection called AutoSearch:- 

 

When you select that, each search you do will not only remember the search names that you 

have used on previous searches but will automatically start the search in the next dataset that 

you select:- 

 

 

Auto remember search parameters 
The MPCviewer now automatically remembers Given Names and Surnames that you last 

used and will insert them by default into the next dataset that you search. 
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Once you have chosen a database to search you have variants to choose from. Every database 

has its own unique parameters but all groups also have common fields –  

    

Press the F1 key to access the extensive Help function –  
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There is a Dataset Information button which will give you information on what is in the 

selected database – 
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Note that the Given Name field has includes as its default. This allows any Given Name to 

be searched.  

The Surname Field has 3 parameters to choose from Exact, Includes and Soundex.   

You have a 20+/- year range date search, or you can leave it blank to search the entire 

database.  

You also have, in some databases, like Cemeteries and Miscellaneous records, the option to 

search the entire database or select an individual cemetery or database.  

There is also an Any Text field that will do a Keyword search on the entire database. The 

search will remember your last search request with Given and Surnames only. 

 

Once you have started a search you will get a result like this from the Miscellaneous Records. 
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Modify the search results with the Sort Function. This will sort the results into whatever order 

you choose. 
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In the BDM registrations section, the search function will allow you to define all children 

born to a specific mother. 

This is the original search with Father Stephen Gower. 

 

You will notice a mixture of mother’s names. You can change the results using the sort box:- 

 

Here is the filtered search using the parameters in the sort function box 
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There is a Remember Sort Order that you can select that will retain your sorting within a 

dataset. 

 

If you double-click on a record you will see the ability to print or add it to the Jotter. 
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If you add it to the Jotter, you can continue doing this through all of the databases in the 

search function until you have finished. The Jotter can be accessed from any dataset or the 

front search screen. You can then print this all out at once. 
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You can add your own comments to the Jotter as you go. 
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There is a MPCviewer Feedback Form. This allows you to send feedback to us should you 

find an error in any data, or a suggestion for us to look at to enhance the product.  

Here is the search results in the Newspaper Deaths and Funerals for an Alfred George

From this we selected one record 
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Next, as we believe that there may be an error we click on the Feedback button 

 

Here you will key in your name, email (for our feedback to you), phone number (should we 

need more clarification from you), a choice of what the feedback is (Correction, suggestion or 

other), and a space to add what the details are of your suggestion. You can also copy and 

paste the entire record from the Record ID details section on the right hand side. This will 

allow you to accurately place where you believe the correction, suggestion or other should be. 

Once complete press Save and the record, along with your details and corrections/suggestions 

are sent to us for further evaluation and action. 
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We are constantly converting existing databases over, as well as adding new databases as 

they become available. Members are advised of updates through notices in the Library, e-

Newsletter, Website and Facebook pages. 

These are only a few of the functions available. Have a look and try. Click on different 

buttons to see what they contain and what you can do.
